Abdul Fattah said that so far, 20 Coophardware branches have been opened natiowide and the
initiative has not only been able to reduce the rising cost of building materials but

also helped cooperative members buy homes at more affordable prices.

On the MoU signing, he said the collaboration was to provide opportunities for other
cooperatives to generate income from the sale of houses built by Kopama.
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
